* The successful applicant must be available for the tour and must fulfill the obligations of the
contract.

* Atyped resume must be included with the application along with the entry fee of $200. $100
will be refunded after playing the competition. Please remit two separate cheques for $100
each payable to SRMTA.

* Candidates are expected to play from memory and be suitably attired for the audition.

The Saskatchewan competition will take place February 23", 2008 in Saskatoon and the
Interprovincial competition will follow in March in Winnipeg. Application forms are available
from the Convener at the above mentioned addresses or the SRMTA website; www.srmta.ca.
